Thread finial (A) onto top of lamp body (B).
Screw lamp body (B) onto top of tube (C).
Screw bottom of tube (C) onto top of tube (D).
Screw bottom of tube (D) onto top of tube (E).
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of threaded pipe protruding from underside of

base (F). Screw hex nut (H) onto end of threaded

pipe. Using wrench (K), tighten hex nut (H) up
against underside of base (F). DO NOT over
tighten.
