1. From top of base (A), slip long end of threaded
pipe (B) through hole in base (A).

2. Slip flat washer (C) then lockwasher (D) over end
of threaded pipe (B) protruding from underside
of base (A).

3. Screw hex nut (E) onto end of threaded pipe (B)
protruding from underside of base (A). Tighten
hex nut (E) with wrench (K).

4. Thread bottom of column (F) onto end of

threaded pipe protruding from top of base (A).

Thread bottom of column G onto top of column (F).

Thread lamp head (H) onto top of lamp column (G).

Screw recommended bulb (not included) into

socket (A). WARNING: Verify correct bulb

wattage marked on socket of lamp. DO NOT
exceed maximum bulb wattage.
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
